Islamic Studies … Now at LTSP 
 
 

The Rev. Dr. David D. Grafton brings a new voice to The Lutheran Theological Semi-
nary at Philadelphia, as Associate Professor of Islamic Studies and Christian-Muslim Re-
lations, and the Director of Graduate Studies.  Before arriving at LTSP in 2007, Prof. 
Grafton served as the Coordinator of Graduate Studies at the Evangelical 
(Presbyterian) Theological Seminary in Cairo, Egypt, Director of the Center for Middle 
East Christianity at ETSC, and adjunct lecturer in Islamic studies at the Dar Comboni 
Institute for Arabic and Islamic Studies, Cairo.  Dr. Grafton’s PhD in Islamic Studies is 
from the Center for the Study of Islam and Christian-Muslim Relations, University of 
Birmingham, England.  He has presented lectures and seminars on Islam, Middle East 
Religion and Society, and Christian-Muslim Relations in Jordan, Lebanon, Egypt, Sudan, 
England, and the US.  The Christians of Lebanon: Political Rights in Islamic Law (I.B. Tauris, 
2004) and Piety, Politics and Power: Lutherans Encountering Islam in the Middle East (Wipf 
and Stock, forthcoming) are just a sampling of the many articles he has written to fos-
ter Christian-Muslin relations.

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HOW DO I BECOME A MEMBER OF ST. JOHN’S CHURCH? 
If you or a friend of yours have been worshipping at St.
