For 18 consecutive years, St. John’s has participated in the Church World Service Appeal. CWS
is a global humanitarian agency consisting of 35 Protestant, Orthodox and Anglican denomina-
tions. Since 1946, CWS has provided relief, development and refugee assistance. They reach
out to 80 countries, including the U.S.

We will be going to a new area this year, Bridge City, Texas, to rebuild housing de-
stroyed by Hurricane lke, the third most damaging hurricane to strike the US. lke did
not get as much publicity as Katrina, but that part of Texas was hit hard and we are
needed there (Texas took the biggest number of refugees from New Orleans). Now
we need to give them a helping hand. Major donors like the Salvation Army have not
received donations like they did after Hurricane Katrina (because the damage was not
publicized); your donations are critically needed.

We have accomplished much in Mississippi. Together with many other volunteers
from across the country and a number of co-coordinating organizations we have re-
built close to a 100 homes. Ninety-five percent of the homes rebuilt in Biloxi were
done by volunteers. (Government had to focus on schools and public buildings).

None of us are eager to leave Mississippi. We have come to love the place and the
people we have seen there in the five trips we have organized to help storm victims.
As Bart Tucker, the president of the Fuller Center Disaster ReBuilders says, “Go we
must... We've found another mess.”
