What you need:

* 16 inches of bead and jewelry
cord (about 1 mm thick)

* 32 mm split ring (key ring)

* 4 wooden beads (abour 1 cm
or3/s")

S jewelry beads (plastic or
wooden, about *2 cm or 12")

* black permanent marker

What you do:

1. Fold your jewelry cord in
half.

2. Put the loop of the jewelry
cord through the split ring.

3. Put the ends of the cord
through the loop to make
a knot.

4. Thread the two ends through
one of your small beads.

5. Then thread the rest of the
beads (alternating between
small and large, ending with
a small bead).

6. Tie two or three knots at
the end to hold the beads
in place.

7. With a permanent marker,
write a leccer (W, W, J and D)
on each of the four wooden
beads. On the opposite
side of each bead, write the
same lecrer.
